Holy Day of Obligation during Advent 

IMMACULATE CONCEPTION – December 8 

Psalm of the Day: 98 

 

Today's feast is about the conception of Mary, not about Mary's conception of Jesus. The conception of 

Mary by Anna as immaculate, that is, as free from original sin, is not taught in the Scriptures; it is a 

mystery that derives from her future role as the mother of the Lord. It is, in other words, a conclusion 

derived from the Church's understanding of who Jesus is and Mary's role as Theotokos, Mother of the 

Lord. The readings, therefore, focus on Mary's relationship to Jesus and, indirectly, to the church. 

Genesis 3:9-15, 20. The story of the "original sin" was interpreted by the church as suggesting that we are 

all bound by the failure of our first parents, subject to punishment for their sin. It became church teaching 

that Mary was freed from this burden by a special gift of God, to prepare her for her mission as the mother 

of Jesus. The Latin translation of this story gave Eve's name as "Eva," and made it possible for some Latin 

Christmas carols to pun that "Ave" (the angel's greeting to Mary) "fit ex Eva" ("Ave" was shaped from 

"Eva.") 

Ephesians 1:3-6, 11-12. Knowing how desperately humans would mess things up by misusing the gift of 

freedom, God planned to send Christ Jesus and to unite us to the Holy One. Passages like this led early 

Christian teachers to conclude that Mary, as part of that plan, would have been prepared by God. 

Luke 1:26-38. Earlier (and somewhat inaccurate) translations of this announcement story were used to 

argue for Mary's freedom from sin. The Latin translations called her "gratia plena," "full of grace," and 

theologians argued that she could not be "full of grace" if she were subject to original sin. That translation 

tradition is echoed in the translation we are currently using, but the story, in any translation, certainly 

makes the point that Mary was a central part of God's plan to save humanity from its sin.

FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT  

Psalm of the Day: 122 

 

"It is the hour now for you to awake from sleep." When is the messianic age? When will the Day of the 

Lord dawn to put an end to injustice and suffering? The answer suggested by the Eucharist we celebrate is 

this: "Now is the day of salvation." God is present among us, transforming us into the presence of God's 

reign. Can we allow God to work in us and through us for the transformation of the world? 

Isaiah 2:1-5. The prophet's messianic hopes are centered on Jerusalem and its Temple Mount, but he also 

sees Jerusalem as the source for worldwide peace.  

Romans 13:11-14. Faith has moral consequences. Christians should live now as if the reign of God had 

already dawned. We should "put on the Lord Jesus Christ." 

Matthew 24:37-44. It's clear that Jesus preached an "apocalyptic" view of the messianic age, one that saw 

the coming of the Messiah as a sudden arrival determined only by God's will, apart from whatever was 

happening in history. This passage reflects that view: The Day of the Lord will come suddenly and 

unexpectedly, like a thief in the night.

SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT  

Psalm of the Day: 72 

 

One day at a time. Our faith and its practice require that we live the faith each day, not just waiting around 

for some future perfect time but living the Gospel now and putting into practice the morality of the reign 

of God. No matter how much we might wish for a time of complete justice and absolute peace, any justice 

and peace we might find in this world will only come about if we live it now. 

Isaiah 11:1-10. The prophet longs for an ideal ruler, one descended from the family of David, who will 

bring true justice and peace to Israel and to the whole world. 

Romans 15:4-9. This passage from the end of the Letter to the Romans offers general encouragement to 

harmonious living between Jews and Gentiles in the community for two reasons: to promote unity in 

worship ("that with one accord you may with one voice glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus 

Christ") and so that the church may give common witness "for the glory of God." 

Matthew 3:1-12. This summary of John's preaching focuses on two things: his call to immediate 

repentance, that is, to an immediate change in behavior without reliance on any privilege or sense of 

election; and his call to look for the coming of one "mightier than I," the expected messiah.

To a people suffering from defeat and occupation, the prophet promises a divine healing 

that will restore not only the people but even the desert and the dry lands. 

James 5:7-10. What do you do when you don't see signs of the divine presence? Wait. God's revelation is 

not far away. 

Matthew 11:2-11. John, in prison, is one of those having trouble finding God's hand in current events. 

Jesus' response to his question is: When you see these things happening--healing, restoration of life, good 

news to the poor--then you know that the hand of God is at work. But there is a question: Do people have 

enough insight, even in the case of rather strange characters like John, to discern God's hand? What did 

you go out to see?

Signs that need interpretation: The birth of a child in a royal house; the pregnancy of a young woman 

before marriage. How is the hand of God at work in our world? Do we wait for the heavens to be ripped 

asunder as a sign of God's presence, or can we find that presence in something as simple and everyday as 

the birth of a child? 

Isaiah 7:10-14. The current translation emphasizes the traditional interpretation of this passage in light of 

Mary's virginal conception of Jesus. In its original context, it is a prophecy about liberation coming 

through the royal house of Judah, even though that seems unlikely in the political context of the time.  

Romans 1:1-7. Paul introduces himself to a community that does not know him. He identifies himself as a 

slave of Christ Jesus whose ministry is to be an apostle to the Gentiles. How do we introduce ourselves to 

people? How do they get to know us? 

Matthew 1:18-24. Matthew's account of Jesus' birth begins by focusing on Joseph and his struggle in 

accepting a pregnant Mary as his wife. How do we practice discernment? How do we prepare ourselves to 

hear the word of God?

FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY  

Psalm of the Day: 128 

 

Actions have consequences far beyond what we may imagine. So, for example, care of parents "atones for 

sins," and acceptance of divine forgiveness leads us to forgive others "as the Lord has forgiven" us. 

Taking care of one's family and moving them to a safer place may also lead to unexpected results. 

Sir 3:2-6,12-14. The reasons given for caring for parents are not those we might expect in our society. It is 

not because they cared for us, or we owe it to them, or society would look ill on us if we neglect our 

parents, but rather it’s because such care is part of the divine order and a sign of God's care for all of us. 

Colossians 3:12-21. Paul's letters (and those that imitate his style) always include a description of 

appropriate behavior for those who believe in Christ. Here, that list begins with the principles for peaceful 

community life, and then it extends those (for anyone who uses the full text) to relations between 

husbands and wives. In Paul's time, wives were considered property, so his command that husbands love 

their wives was, in that time, radical. 

Matthew 2:13-15,19-23. Both Matthew and Luke deal with two places associated with Jesus' birth and 

life: Bethlehem and Nazareth. While Luke has Mary and Joseph living in Nazareth and moving to 

Bethlehem for Jesus' birth (see the reading for Christmas Midnight), Matthew presumes that they live in 

Bethlehem when Jesus is born and then move to Nazareth, in far-off Galilee, for protection. All of this, 

though, is presented as part of the divine plan.

SOLEMNITY OF EPIPHANY  

Psalm of the Day: 72 

 

A further reflection of the meaning of Christmas: Christ is the light and the savior of the whole world. He 

came from the Jews and fulfilled Israel's hopes for salvation from God. A point that was strongly 

contested in the early church--salvation is not limited to the Jews. It is for everyone. 

Isaiah 60:1-6. God is compared to the sun dawning over Jerusalem, which will draw all nations (and the 

wealth of the nations) to a city that lies, as the prophet speaks, in ruins. The gifts of the nations are echoed 

in the gospel text. 

Ephesians 3:2-3, 5-6. This announcement is what makes it possible for most of us to be Christian: God's 

plan is that "the Gentiles are coheirs [with the Jews], members of the same body, and copartners in the 

promise in Christ Jesus." 

Matthew 2:1-12. The story of the "magi [astrologers] from the east" puts in graphic form the Christian 

belief that the meaning of Christmas is for the nations; it is not limited to one group of people or one 

country. It also shows how the presence of Christ causes division: It makes some people (Herod) fearful; 

it leads others (the magi) to rejoice. The tradition that there were three astrologers comes from the fact 

that there are three gifts mentioned in the narrative.

BAPTISM OF THE LORD  
Psalm of the Day: 29 (Common Psalm: 72) 

Beginning with baptism . . . Jesus' ministry began with his baptism. Where and when did our ministry 

begin? How are we living out our baptism in imitation of the life and ministry of the Savior? 

Isaiah 42:1-4, 6-7. The "servant" described by Isaiah is an enigmatic figure that may stand for the prophet 

himself, the "poor ones" of Israel, or the whole nation. Because of the way Jesus died, Christians saw in 

the sufferings of the servant an image of the One who brought life from death. In this passage the servant 

is anointed with the divine spirit and acts with mercy and gentleness.  

Acts 10:34-38. At the end of a dramatic passage in which Peter accepts the call to baptize non-Jews, he 

summarizes the gospel message: Jesus was anointed by the spirit of God to bring "healing to all those 

oppressed by the devil," and that "healing" applies to all who are called by God. 

Matthew 3:13-17. In Matthew's version of the baptism story, John acknowledges Jesus' superiority, but it 

is only Jesus who sees the Spirit of God "descending like a dove." Presumably it is also only Jesus who 

hears the voice naming him God's "beloved Son," since there is no reaction from John or the crowd.

SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  
Psalm of the Day: 40 

 

Isaiah 49:3, 5-6. The "Songs of the Servant" describe a figure who may be a future prophet or the nation 

itself. The church has applied all four of the "Servant Songs" to Jesus. 

1 Corinthians 1:1-3. The first of an extended set of readings (semi-continuous) from this important letter. 

Paul introduces himself and describes how he views the community at Corinth.  

John 1:29-34. In Year A, most of the gospel readings are taken from Matthew, but the Second Sunday in 

each cycle reads from John--either John the Baptist's witness to Jesus or, in Year C, the account of the 

wedding at Cana. In today's text, John gives witness to Jesus as the "Lamb of God who takes away the 

sins of the world." In this version of the baptism account, it is John who sees the Spirit descend on Jesus 

(compare with Matthew's version, read on the Feast of the Baptism in Year A).

THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  
Psalm of the Day: 27 

 

We are introduced to Matthew's "fulfillment" theme: Jesus fulfills the prophecies of the One who is to 

come. This theme is often the model for the relationship between the first reading and the gospel in the 

Lectionary. We also hear the call of the core members of the Twelve. 

Isaiah 8:23--9:3. The "land of Zebulun and Naphtali" (quoted directly in the gospel) was the territory of 

the northernmost tribes of Israel; in Jesus' day this area was called Galilee. Now that this area is at peace 

once more, the prophet is given hope that a king of David's line will come to fulfill the hope for peace 

throughout the country. 

1 Corinthians 1:10-13, 17. Paul gets to the first major problem in the Corinthian community: People are 

fighting over "authentic" Christianity, depending on who evangelized them. Paul points out that all the 

believers belong to Christ.  

Matthew 4:12-23. Jesus, who came from Galilee, made Capernaum the center of his mission. Matthew 

summarizes Jesus' call for repentance and recounts the call of the first disciples, Jesus' closest allies.

FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  
Psalm of the Day: 146 

In every age there is a "remnant" whose only hope is God and whose only treasure is faith.  

Zephaniah 2:3; 3:12-13. Originally "the remnant" were either those who were left behind after Judah was 

conquered by Babylon or the exiles taken away from the land--those who were so poor that all they had 

left was their faith in God. But this title was spiritualized to mean those who placed their faith in God 

first, above any possessions. 

1 Corinthians 1:26-31. This reading accords fairly well with today's other readings. Paul reminds the 

Corinthians that they don't have much to boast about. All they have, in fact, is faith.  

Matthew 5:1-12. The "beatitudes" praise those who constitute the faithful "remnant" and promise them a 

reward for their fidelity. Matthew also connects persecuted Christians with this remnant as a way to offer 

them hope.

FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  
Psalm of the Day: 112 

 

Should Christians be involved with "the world" or withdrawn from it; caring only for the members of 

their own community or caring for all outcasts and people in need; focused on their own salvation or on 

the salvation of the whole world? These question has haunted the church through the centuries. Today's 

readings suggest involvement rather than withdrawal.  

Isaiah 58:7-10: In a bleak period in Israel's history, the prophet calls on people to care for the poor and 

oppressed. If they do, he promises, they will share in the "messianic" time to come, when the "glory of the 

Lord" will shine for all to see.  

1 Corinthians 2:1-5: Paul claims that his preaching was not the kind of thing that would attract people, 

since he spoke only of the cross of Christ. Therefore, the Corinthian community wasn't swayed by 

eloquence into belief, but by the action of God.  

Matthew 5:13-16: This passage immediately follows the Beatitudes in Matthew's "Sermon on the Mount," 

and it expresses the belief that Christ's followers should not hide their faith, but act boldly, shining out 

like a lamp in a dark place or a city on a hill.
