This planning guide is for the season of Lent, Triduum and Easter. We continue in Cycle A with the 

Gospel of Matthew (also hearing quite a bit from John during the Easter season), and then hear from 

John in the 3
rd

, 4
th

 and 5
th

  Sundays of Lent. The focus of the gospel readings are: 

 

 1
st
 Sunday:  The temptation of Jesus in the desert 

 2
nd

 Sunday:  The transfiguration of Jesus 

 3
rd

 Sunday:  The woman at the well  

 4
th

 Sunday:  The man born blind  

 5
th

 Sunday:  The raising of Lazarus  

 Passion Sunday: Matthew’s account of the passion and death of Jesus 

 

Remember that the music and the liturgical environment should be simple during the sacred and 

solemn season of lent. You may want to consider a common entrance song, such as James Chepponis’s 

“The Time of Fulfillment,” published by GIA (G-3906). It has a simple refrain for the assembly, and 

verses to fit each Sunday of lent for all three cycles of readings. It also includes a Kyrie for use as the 

penitential rite. The music for the Easter season should be joyous and uplifting!
